Christianity certainly does reach deep in to our private
being. We believe that God speaks to us individually in a unique way. But that is not the end of it. It is interesting that scripture
refers to ‘nations’ over five hundred times. In the image of a last judgement which Jesus presents in chapter twenty-five of
Matthew’s Gospel, for example, we are not ranged before God as individuals. It says that ‘all nations will be assembled before
him’. We are judged collectively, as nations, a reminder that our public and political values are an essential part of being
Christian. Likewise, Jesus sends his disciples ‘to all nations’. We are called not only to live justly, but to try and create just

social structures.
